BACKGROUND

In April 2025, the DNC
Credentials Committee rec-
ommended new elections
due to irregularities found
in the selection process
of these members. While
Staten’s election was up-
held, Foster’'s and Reed’s
were rejected. Rather than
immediately unseating all
three, the committee issued
a resolution proposing to
temporarily seat them just
for the August meeting, with
the expectation of remediat-
ed elections to follow (1819
News).

At the national meeting in
Chicago, however, the DNC
rejected that compromise—
effectively removing all three
from their roles and sending
the matter back to the Cre-
dentials Committee for fur-
ther action (1819 News).

YEARS OF INFIGHTING

The latest fight stems
from a 2024 vote for Ala-
bama’s DNC members that
collapsed after failing to
meet quorum. A flawed mail-
in process followed, and
when that effort also failed,
ADP Chair Randy Kelley de-
clared the seats vacant and
appointed replacements.
That decision triggered a
challenge at the national
level.

This conflict is only the
most recent chapter in a
feud stretching back to
2019, when then-U.S. Sen.
Doug Jones helped push
through new bylaws for the
state party. Those bylaws
diluted Reed’s influence by
creating new caucuses for
Hispanics, youth, Asians,
and people with disabili-
ties. Since then, Reed and
Kelley’s faction has fought
to roll back those changes,
while Jones-aligned Demo-
crats and national leaders
have pushed for broader rep-
resentation.

WHAT’'S NEXT

The unseating leaves
Alabama Democrats with
reduced representation at
the national level until new,
DNC-monitored elections
can be held.

While Reed and his allies
insist the moves amount to
outside interference and ra-
cial bias, national party of-
ficials argue the integrity of
the election process must
come first.

District 1 since 1996, ran
on a platform of economic
growth, improved infra-
structure, and transparen-
cy in city government.

But the win has been
clouded by allegations
that voters in at least two
precincts — Decatur Bap-
tist Church and St. James
CPCA — were given ballots
omitting the names of two
qualified mayoral candi-
dates, Butch Matthews and
Susy Wiley.

LAWSUIT FILED TO
STOP CERTIFICATION

On Sept. 5, Decatur resi-
dent Maurice Ayers filed
suit in Morgan County Cir-
cuit Court, asking a judge
to block certification of the
election. The complaint ar-
gues that the ballot errors
denied voters a full slate of
candidates, potentially im-

pacting the outcome.

The lawsuit is backed by
at least eight sworn affida-
vits from voters who say
the names of Matthews and
Wiley did not appear on
their ballots. Plaintiffs are
requesting that the court
preserve all election mate-
rials and schedule an im-
mediate hearing before cer-
tification moves forward.

“Voters have a right to a
complete and accurate bal-
lot,” the complaint reads,
adding that the omissions
amount to disenfranchise-
ment.

ELECTION OFFICIALS
PUSH BACK

City election officials
have rejected the claims,
insisting all ballots were
valid and that no names
were missing. “There were
no omissions,” officials
said in a statement, main-
taining that the results
reflect the will of Decatur
voters.

Still, the legal challenge

could delay certification of
Lawrence’s win and com-
plicate plans for the transi-
tion of power.

POLITICAL IMPLICA-
TIONS

The lawsuit adds drama
to an already high-stakes
race. Jackson, who made
history as Decatur’s first
Black city councilman
nearly three decades ago,
mounted a strong chal-
lenge despite a contro-
versial residency dispute
during the campaign. Crit-
ics claimed he listed a
condemned house as his
official residence on quali-
fying documents, though
Jackson did not directly
address the allegations.

For now, Lawrence’s vic-
tory — and Jackson’s de-
feat — remain official but
uncertified, leaving the city
in political limbo as the
courts weigh whether the
ballot issues merit inter-
vention.

Colorado Attorney Gen-
eral Phil Weiser warned
that he is prepared to
challenge the move in
federal court, calling it “a
reckless political game”
that could disrupt the
lives of military families
already settled in Colo-
rado Springs.

Alabama Attorney Gen-
eral Steve Marshall fired
back, vowing to defend
the decision. “Alabama
earned Space Command
in 2021. This is our fight,
and we’re ready,” Mar-
shall said. If Colorado
sues, he made clear, Ala-
bama intends to be in the
room.

Both sides admit what
the rest of the country
can see: politics are fu-
eling this battle. Weiser
accused Trump of jeopar-
dizing national security
for political gain, while
Marshall blasted Biden’s
2023 reversal as the real
political stunt.

HUNTSVILLE LEAD-
ERS SHIFT INTO AC-
TION

Even as legal threats
swirl, Huntsville officials
are wasting no time pre-
paring for the command’s
arrival. Redstone Arsenal
leaders say they are pre-
pared to begin construc-
tion soon.

“We’re ready to move
dirt,” said Martin Tray-
lor, deputy garrison
commander at Redstone
Arsenal. “Once the re-
quirements are finalized,
we could have tempo-
rary facilities operational
within 18 to 24 months.”

On Thursday, Mayor
Tommy Battle welcomed
Gen. Stephen Whiting,
Commander of U.S. Space
Command, to Huntsville
City Hall for the first time.
The visit marked a major
milestone as the city and
Redstone Arsenal begin
the formal transition to
host Space Command’s
permanent headquarters.

“We are honored to
welcome Gen. Whiting to
Huntsville,” Battle said.
“This is an exciting mo-
ment for our city, but
more importantly, it’s
about ensuring the secu-
rity of our nation.”

Whiting echoed the
sentiment: “North Ala-

bama has been very
welcoming, and we'’re
thrilled to be here on
the ground. Our job right
now is to figure out how
expeditiously, in a pro-
fessional and disciplined
manner, we can start to
make the move the Presi-
dent has directed — all
while continuing our vi-
tal national security mis-
sions.”

JOBS, GROWTH, AND
REGIONAL IMPACT

The relocation is ex-
pected to add 1,400 di-
rect jobs over the next
five years, with roughly
280 new jobs per year.
Mayor Battle emphasized
that many of these posi-
tions can be filled by the
city’s existing workforce,
strengthening Hunts-
ville’s role as a regional
hub.

“Every day 110,000
people commute into the
city and 60,000 leave, and
that flow makes Hunts-
ville a regional hub,” Bat-
tle noted.

THE BIGGER PIC-
TURE

At just over six years
old, U.S. Space Command
is a cornerstone of Amer-
ica’s defense strategy,
charged with protecting
U.S. interests in space.
Whiting highlighted the
gravity of its mission:
“Our job is to evaluate
and plan for how the U.S.
can use its space capa-
bilities to make America
stronger and to defend
our nation’s citizens.”

Mayor Battle put it
simply: “We’re part of
something a lot bigger
than just Huntsville or
Alabama. We're part of
something that protects
and defends our country
— and this community
takes that mission very

seriously.”

the $50 billion Rural Health
Transformation Grant in-
cluded in the nearly 900-
page Republican-backed
package of tax cuts, spend-
ing reductions, and policy
changes signed into law by
President Trump in July.

Harris said Alabama could
ultimately receive as much
as $200 million a year. The
grants will be administered
by the Centers for Medicare
& Medicaid Services (CMS),
which just held its first call
with state health officials
last week. Applications are
expected in mid-Septem-
ber, with states required to
submit proposals by early
November. Funds must be
awarded before year’s end.

“It's an enormous amount
of money,” Harris told law-
makers, emphasizing that
the funding is designed not
just to sustain existing hos-
pitals but to transform rural
health care delivery. Eligible
uses include:

e Improving access and
delivery systems.

e Supporting innovative
care models.

¢ Recruiting and retaining
rural providers.

e Upgrading technology
and infrastructure.

Still, Harris noted CMS
has not yet defined what
qualifies as “rural” for the
program, a key detail for de-
termining which communi-
ties will benefit.

The new funding comes
as 27 of Alabama’s 50 rural
hospitals are at risk of clo-
sure, according to former
Alabama Hospital Associa-
tion president Dr. Don Wil-
liamson. Nineteen face im-
minent threat within two
to three years. Lawmakers
warned that closures affect
the entire state, forcing pa-
tients into urban hospitals
and making it harder to at-
tract jobs.

Harris also revealed the
Alabama Department of Pub-
lic Health (ADPH) lost $175
million in federal grants
in March, after the Trump
administration abruptly
ended long-running fund-
ing streams, including $160
million from the Epidemi-
ology and Laboratory Ca-
pacity grant. That program
had supported outbreak
response, lab staffing, and
infection-control  training
statewide.

“In all, we had $175 mil-
lion or so of money that we
thought we had on a Monday
that we didn’t have access to
on a Tuesday,” Harris said.
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
